In English, they have been 

exploring exclamation sentences and apostrophes for 

contractions. In Maths, they finished their unit on height 

and moved on to measuring mass, as well as enjoying 

times tables practice on Times Table Rockstars. In RE, 

they discussed the Easter story, and they ended the 

week by dressing up as their favourite book characters 

for World Book Day. A fun and busy week in Year 2! 

 

In Year 3, we continued our work on 
fractions, focusing on placing them on a 
number line. In Computing, the children 
enjoyed coding programs that made 
different instrument sounds using a sprite. 
In Writing, they practised extending 
sentences by using three verbs for added 
detail. We also began a new PE unit on ball 
skills, with activities to develop controlling, 
passing, and moving with the ball.

This week, Year 5 have been improving their
